1. Identification of group/individual [Contact name, address, telephone, fax, email and websites if available]
2. Identification of nominator [Name, address, telephone, fax, and email] 

3. Short summary of group/individual’s work and achievements, and current need for which small grant is requested [one paragraph]
4. Detailed description of group/individual’s work and achievements, and current need for which small grant is requested [approximately 2 pages]
· Short description of the group/individual’s current work;
· Short description of the activity to which the small grant will be applied, and what the grant support will cover;
· Broader resource management, traditional resource rights, social justice, and health concerns and issues the group’s work addresses; 

· Relationship of the work to indigenous peoples and local communities, and how it responds to locally-defined needs;
· Hardships faced by the group/individual, and need for support.
5. Background information on the group/individual [a few paragraphs]
A short history of the group, its activities and its current objectives and approach. For individuals: a short biography of the nominee, including a brief review of their work, and current objectives and approach.
6. References

Please include the names, titles, organizational affiliations, addresses, phone numbers and email of at least 2 referees well-acquainted with the work of the group/individual.

7. Supporting material

If available, please include documentation of the group’s work (e.g. publications, video, newspaper articles). A few materials are sufficient; a complete list of additional materials available upon request can be included.
